1) For courses without practical examination, the internal assessment marks shall be forwarded within
15 days after the completion of last theory exam. For courses with practical examination the
internal assessment marks shall be forwarded within in 10 days after the completion of last
practical examination.

2) In each Semester, classes are to be engaged at least for 450 hours. Any deficiency in this shall be made good
either by conducting classes on holidays/Saturdays or engaging extra classes on working days so that the minimum
teaching hours (450 hours) shall be completed.
