admitted to those Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees and in token thereof they may be 
presented with the respective Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees.’’

02.   Implementation of Four Year UG Programmes in the affiliated Colleges –  
 Curriculum   Framework and Regulation -reg.    (Ac.L) 
           The Kerala State Higher Education Council forwarded a report on the Curriculum 
Frame Work for introducing Four Year UG Programme in the University vide email dated 
11.05.2023 . The Syndicate held on 09.06.2023 considered the same and resolved to start 
Four Year UG Programme (FYUGP) as a pilot project in the University Department/Centres 
during the Academic Year 2023-2024 and to introduce the same in the affiliated Colleges 
w.e.f the academic year 2024-2025. 

For the implementation of FYUGP in the affiliated Colleges from 2024-2025, a Core 
Committee with Vice-Chancellor as Chairman, Registrar as Convener including 
representatives of the Syndicate, Statutory Officers, Academic Council, Deans, Teachers of 
Affiliated Colleges and External Experts from KSHEC was constituted entrusted with the 
overall coordination for the time bound implementation of the Programme, vide U.O No. 
32912/AcAV/2023/UoK dated 22.08.2023. 

A meeting of the Core Committee with the Chairpersons of the Board of Studies has 
been convened on 25.08.2023, and a plan of action was charted with a view to implement the 
programme from the next academic year finalising the University Level Curriculum Frame 
Work, Regulation and Syllabus for the Programme in a time bound manner. Further, separate 
Sub-committees were constituted for framing University Level Curriculum Frame Work, 
University Level Regulation and for developing Foundation Courses with Dr.Manoj.T.R, 
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Dr.Soju.S and Prof. (Dr.) Bijukumar.K respectively as Conveners. 
The Sub-committee for framing University Level Curriculum Frame Work, University 

Level Regulation and developing Foundation Courses held their meetings on 03rd , 06th and 
10th October 2023 respectively with the Core Committee for discussing on various aspects 
with regard to the preparation of the University Level Curriculum Frame Work and 
Regulation. Besides, informal meetings at different levels were convened within the 
respective Sub-committees for preparation of the same. Following these, a Combined 
meeting of the Subcommittees and Core Committee was held on 31.10.2023 wherein a 
University level Curriculum Frame Work and Regulation has been presented by the 
respective Conveners. 

The above matter was reported to the Syndicate held on 28.11.2023 vide item 
No.06.82. The Syndicate inter alia resolved to conduct 5 Days Residential Workshop for 
Board of Studies to identify the Courses and preparation of the Syllabus and to nominate 
Prof.(Dr.) Bijukumar. K as Co-ordinator of the Syllabus workshop, Dr. Prince.P.R and 
Dr.Soju.S as Joint Co-ordinators and to approve the list of Subject Co-ordinators. 
Accordingly Region wise Residential Workshops were conducted by the Board of Studies 
under the monitoring and co-ordination of the region wise Coordinators and Subject Co-
ordinators. 
      Meanwhile, in the meetings of the Higher Education Council with the representatives 
of the Universities, various aspects with regard to the implementation of the FYUGP were 
discussed and decisions taken in the meetings were incorporated in the Regulation and 
Curriculum Framework, in order to bring uniformity on the same. A Combined meeting of the 
Sub-committees of the Curriculum Framework and Regulation was held on 17.04.2024, 
wherein the final draft Curriculum Framework and Regulation were presented by the 
respective Conveners of the sub-committees. 

Dr. Manoj.T.R, Convenor, Sub-committee for framing Curriculum Framework 
submitted the final draft Curriculum Framework and Regulation for the Four Year UG 
Programme. 
     The Academic Council considered the matter and resolved to approve the Final 
Curriculum Framework and Regulation of the Four Year UG Programme in Affiliated 
Colleges. The Academic Council further resolved that the subject BA English Major with 
Functional English Minor be deleted under the Example of Sub Clause 3.3.2 of Clause 3.3 
Programme Pathways of Chapter 3. 

Four Year Under Graduate Programmes UoK - FYUGP Curriculum Framework and 
Regulations, 2024 as approved by the Academic Council has been implemented in the 
Affiliated Colleges with effect from the Academic Year 2024 - 25 as per University Order No. 
Ac. AV/4271/2024/UOK dated 22.05.2024.  

"Four Year Under Graduate Programmes UoK - FYUGP Curriculum Framework and 
Regulations, 2024" as approved by the Academic Council is laid before the Senate as 
envisaged under Statute 3, Chapter 39 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977. 
The House considered and APPROVED the Curriculum Framework and Regulations 
2024 of the Four Year Under Graduate Programme UoK-FYUGP.

As per Section 50(4) under Chapter VII of the Kerala University Act 1974 (Act 17 of 

1974) and in pursuance of Section 13 of the Kerala Local Fund Audit Act, 1994 and Rule 18 
of the Kerala Local Fund Audit Rules 1996, the Joint Director, Kerala State Audit 
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Department, Kerala University Audit has submitted the Audit Report of the University of 
Kerala for the year 2021-22. 
Statute 10(4), Chapter VI of the Kerala University First Statutes 1977 stipulates that the 
Syndicate shall publish the Accounts when audited, together with the Audit Report in the 
Government Gazette and forward copies of the Accounts and Audit Report to the Senate and 
to the Government.

Additional Item No.01  Four-Year Undergraduate Programmes (UoK - FYUGP) 

2024-25 - Amendments to the Kerala University First 
Statutes, 1977 - Reg.      (Ac.L) 

Four-Year Undergraduate Programmes (UoK - FYUGP) have been introduced in the 
Colleges affiliated to the University. The Curriculum Framework and Regulations, 2024 as 
approved by the Academic Council has been implemented in the Affiliated Colleges starting 
from the Academic Year 2024-25. The Curriculum Framework and Regulations have been 
placed before the Senate for consideration.  

Currently, provisions for conducting Four-Year UG Courses require amendments to 
the University Statutes. As per the Orders of the Registrar, a team of officials from various 
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Academic and Legal Sections was tasked with thoroughly reviewing and identifying the 
necessary amendments to be made to the University Statutes.  

It is important to note that, the existing University Statutes do not include provisions 
for the implementation of several courses, particularly the FYUGP, CBCSS, and 
Unitary/Integrated LLB. Therefore, it is crucial to amend the Statutes to facilitate the smooth 
operation of these programs offered by the University.  

On 01.04.2025, the team of officials submitted a report outlining the recommended 
amendments to the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, in order to enable the University to 
conduct various courses effectively. It may be noted that, the Regulations for Four-Year 
Undergraduate Programmes (UoK - FYUGP) and Curriculum Framework have already been 
placed before the Senate for consideration.  

The procedure for making/amending Statutes is outlined in Section 35 of the Kerala 
University Act, 1974. As per Section 35(1) of the Kerala University Act, 1974 the 
recommendations for Amending Statutes are placed before the Senate for consideration.  
The House considered and RESOLVED to refer the item to the Syndicate for opinion.

Additional Item No.02 Upper Age limit fixed for the Appointment of Assistant 

Professor, Associate Professor and Professor positions in 
Universities - Direction from the Government to Amend 
University Statutes – Reg.    (Ac.L)  

The Government of Kerala as per G.O(P) No. 4/2023/HEDN Dated 11.04.2023 
decided to fix the upper age limit for Appointment of Assistant Professor in Universities at 
50 Years. Further, for direct appointments to Associate Professor and Professor Positions in 
Universities, it was decided by the Government to remove the upper age limit completely in 
accordance with the UGC Regulations.  

The Government have directed all Universities to take necessary steps to amend their 
statutes accordingly.  

It may be noted that the Syndicate of the University on 15.03.2024 vide item no. 
09.04 resolved to initiate steps for amending the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977 in 
accordance with the G.O(P) No. 4/2023/HEDN Dated 11.04.2023.  

In this context, it may be noted that earlier the Syndicate at its meeting held on 
28.03.2019, vide Item No. 07.40 resolved to amend the upper age limit for the appointment 
of Professors as 52 years instead of 50 years.  

In case of Associate Professor and teaching post of similar status, the upper age limit 
was reserved as 45 years and for teaching post below the rank of Associate Professor the 
upper age limit was reserved as 40 years.  

The Senate at its meeting held on 13.06.2019 vide Item No. I. 04 considered the 
amendment proposal  and adopted the same. Subsequently, the amendment proposal in 
respect of Chapter 3- "Teachers of the University" of the Kerala University First Statutes, 
1977 Statute 5A (Minutes Appended). Subsequently, the Amendment Proposal was 
submitted before the Hon'ble Chancellor vide D.O Letter No. Ac. L/2822/2018 dated 
07.09.2019 for assent. But the proposed amendments are yet to be assented to by the Hon'ble 
Chancellor.  

As per section 35(6) of the Kerala University Act, 1974, "No Statute passed by the 
Senate shall be valid or come into force until assented to by the Chancellor." Hence the 
above amendments to Chapter 3 - “Teachers of the University" of the Kerala University 
First Statutes, 1977 Statute 5A is not in force.  
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But, it may be noted that the resolution of the Senate (held on 13.06.2019, Item No. I. 
04) to enhance the upper age limit of Professors and teaching post of similar status to 52 
years from 50 years as well as the decisions in respect of other Teaching Posts are still in 
force.  

The procedure for making/amending Statutes is outlined in Section 35 of the Kerala 
University Act, 1974. Hence, as per Section 35(1) of the Kerala University Act, 1974, the 
matter is placed before the Senate for reviewing its earlier decisions and to initiate 
procedures for amending Statutes in tune with the G.O(P) No. 4/2023/HEDN Dated 
11.04.2023.  
The House considered and RESOLVED to refer the item to the Syndicate for opinion.
