The meeting of the Senate was called to order at 8.30 am by Dr. Mohanan Kunnummal, 

Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor. The Vice-Chancellor welcomed the members to the meeting and 

announced that the first item in the agenda was the conduct of the Bye-Election of One 

Student Member to the Syndicate by the Members of the Senate(Under Section 21- Other 

Members-(b) of the Kerala University Act, 1974).  

 The Vice-Chancellor also informed the House that polling would take place from 8.30 

a.m. to 10.00 a.m and at 10.00 a.m., the Hon’ble Chancellor would address the House, and 

requested all the members to be present in the hall at that time. The Vice-Chancellor also 

announced that the official deliberations of the House would begin after the departure of the 

Hon’ble Chancellor. 

After the poll, the House re-assembled at 10.00 am and the Hon’ble Chancellor entered 

the House and the National Anthem was played. 

The Hon’ble Vice-Chancellor welcomed the House. 
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Vice-Chancellor 

Most respected Chancellor of University of Kerala and the Hon'ble Governor of 

Kerala His Excellency, Sri Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekarji, the Registrar Prof(Dr.) K.S Anil 

Kumar, the eminent members of the Senate including MLAs, the officials of the University 

including Statutory Officers and my dear friends. 

I am extremely happy and proud to welcome you all to the most important meeting of 

the University, the Senate meeting. Last meeting of the Senate was on 8th April 2025, and 

immediately after two months we are again meeting.  As we all know, the University of 

Kerala is the oldest University in Kerala which began its journey as early as 1937 and 

continues to be the No.1 University in the state today with NAAC A++ grade with 3.67 

points. In 2024 we secured 9th position among the State Public Universities in the country. 

University of Kerala has one of the largest libraries in the country with more than 10 lakh 

books and a subscription to 18000 journals. We own the best manuscript library in the 

country. We are the first University in Kerala to launch the Four Year UG Programme as 

envisaged by the NEP. All other Universities in Kerala are following us. Every year we issue 

about 50000 Degree Certificates to the students who study in the University campus as well 

as in 195 affiliated colleges. In fact I personally had the privilege to sign 127570 Degree 

Certificates after taking charge as Vice-Chancellor in October 2022. 

Let me come to the present duty of welcoming our Hon'ble Chancellor, Sri Rajendra 

Vishwanath Arlekarji. Before coming to Kerala, Sir was the Governor and Chancellor of all 

Universities in Bihar. His Excellency, used to attend all the Senate meetings and played a 

pivotal role in transforming the higher education sector in Bihar. Today, Hon’ble Chancellor 

is attending our Senate meeting for the second time and has also called a meeting of all the 

Vice-Chancellors of Universities in Kerala today itself. I am sure that with the presence and 

the magical touch of our Hon'ble Chancellor, we will take the higher education sector in 

Kerala to further heights. 

I welcome your Excellency for coming here to address us. I welcome all the Hon'ble 

members of the Senate and all the officials of University.

After the welcome speech by the Vice-Chancellor, the Hon’ble Chancellor               

Sri. Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekar addressed the August House. 
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Address by the Hon’ble Chancellor  

My greetings to all. I am introducing myself before you for the second time. I have 

decided to be present at every Senate meetings of every University in the state so that I can 

interact with you people who are the mainstone of this so called education building. You will 

be witnessing many challenges, many obstacles as well as good achievements. I am here once 

again to interact with you all. I would like to have an interactive session so that we can 

discuss some issues and go ahead with its outcome. 

The last meeting that we had here was a beginning for me. Since then I have travelled 

throughout the state, attended Senate meetings, Governing Council meetings, Board of 

Governors meetings, Convocations in almost all Universities and I tried to interact with the 

students, non teaching staff, teaching staff and the people and leaders like you. Being the 

members of the Senate, Syndicate, Governing body, you are the people who are, in fact the 

guiding force for students. I noted down certain points when I travelled across the 

Universities in Kerala. I also noticed that Kerala is an almost  100% literate state and we all 

feel proud for being in such a state. Whenever I go outside Kerala, I proudly tell everyone 

that I am the Governor of the State where everyone is literate. Then, people  enquire about 

the status of our education. I always try to convince them that we have very high standard of  

education particularly in higher education sector and that we have so many Universities,  Post 

Graduate institutions,  Research Centres etc. and we are not abstained from any of the faculty 

or any of the stream of study that are in our country.  I feel proud that I am representing  such 

a state having high standard of education. Also I don’t like to share my shortcomings to 

others. I consider the shortcomings here as that of mine. We must find some solutions to the 

problems that we are facing today.  As you all know, the education is the field where future 

of our country, our society and that of the people are nurtured and cultivated and that is why 

we call this a temple. We enter the temple with our head down and pray before the deity. 

Similarly we are here with the same intention, same motive and same emotions. We are the 

people who design future of our state. 

Every body who is here, has to be with good intention, that I have been given some 

honours or some responsibilities by the destiny to do something for our state’s education 

sector.  Introspection is very much required to check whether we are doing that. One very 

disturbing fact that I noticed is politicising of the education in our Universities and Higher 

Education Institutions. I don’t know whether you will agree to it. When I had been in a 

Senate meeting of a University, during discussions I tried to highlight this particular point. 
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Then one of the members who was a student representative stood up and when I asked him if 

he wanted to speak about some thing, he said he did not agree with me. His contention was 

that since we are in a society where everything was politicised, all our Educational 

Institutions should also be politicised. How can our Universities keep away from this? I truly 

agree that every field has been politicised.  Whenever an issue occurs in our society we rush 

to the MLA, Minister or to the Hon’ble Chief Minister as they are easily available and 

accessible to us. But including the political thought in our educational system will disturb 

quality of our next generations. That is why the lawmakers in our country, about 75 years 

back thought that the Universities have to be autonomous and have to keep away from any 

political party or any political thought for its merit. 

Dr. S. Radhakrishnan, our former president who has written many thoughts on  

education, also was of this opinion. I happened to read his thoughts and books. When I was in 

Shimla, Dr. S. Radhakrishnan, inaugurated the Indian Institute of Advanced Studies, Shimla. 

He mentioned in his writings, why Educational Institutions and particularly Universities have 

to be kept away from politics. He has written a big essay regarding the same which we have 

to follow. Every State in our country has control over Universities. Prior to being Governor 

of Kerala, I served as Governor for two states, a small state and a bigger state. There also I 

witnessed the control of Political party as well as the Government, over Universities, which 

our constitution denies. Keeping away politics from our Educational Institutions is very much 

needed and for that something has to be done.  You all are educated people and are aware of 

the events happening in the society. We must always try to achieve greater heights by 

keeping away Politics from universities. 

 As I mentioned last time, an introspection is needed to analyse if it is really a fact or a 

truth, that we have got highest level of Educational Institutions in the Country. If so, why are 

our students migrating to Educational Institutions of other states. I have been trying to study 

the reasons for this migration. I discussed with many people in our state as well as other 

states. I shared this with you people last time too. When I was serving in Bihar, I went to 

Madurai, Kamaraj University, for a lecture. There I met many people from Kerala. One 

month back I had been in Pune in Mumbai. I was surprised to see that a very big community 

of Keralites are residing there, more than one lakh Keralites living in  Pune corporation. They 

invited me for a holiday function in Balaji University which is a very big Private University 

established by Keralites. There I met many students from Kerala pursuing their studies in 

Mumbai. While interacting, I enquired them the reason for leaving Kerala even though we 
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got high level of Education system there. I was astonished to listen to their answer as they 

replied that there are so many issues here in the education systems. One of the Vice 

Chancellors who came to meet me four to five days back, conveyed about the vacant seats in 

our Universities and Colleges including professional Colleges.  Why is it happening so? 

 I would like to see that  my young generation in Kerala would not go outside Kerala 

for higher studies. It is our responsibility to make them stay here and to provide whatever 

they want. For that, what we need to do is to improve the education system and the level of 

our education. Here we have Hon’ble Vice Chancellors and one or two Senate meeting where 

we will only be discussing academic matters, about our flaws and how can we go ahead. All 

other matters are kept aside. We all wish to see the good administration and good academics 

in Universities. I am not interested only in chairing a Senate meeting or a convocation 

programme. I want to see the progress in the level of our Educational Institutions. I am 

longing to see a day where not a single student from our state go outside for higher studies. 

For that we have to adopt measures in caring and providing them whatever they want, here 

itself. There is a possibility for someone to think that, if we think so we will have to take its 

responsibility and so it will be better not to think so. But let us try to be more and more 

responsible so that we can have many achievements. We altogether can analyse our faults, 

flaws and mistakes. There is nothing wrong in accepting mistakes and rectifying them. But 

even after being aware of mistakes and are not taking any effort to rectify the same is the 

biggest fault and the biggest crime. If we know our mistakes and are aware of the 

rectification measures then we will have to do that.  Our University has a very long tradition 

and a good reputation as we have been providing education to all. I discussed with the Vice 

Chancellor about the traditions. The Vice Chancellor very proudly said that you all the Senate 

members are contributing towards this. 

  Last time also I mentioned about National Education Policy. It is not an ultimate 

document. We can make good suggestions and impart our views for its improvement and 

implement it in our Educational Institution and place this model before the world. This is 

what we have to follow. It is good to know that we are the first to start Four Year Degree 

course in our state. Again coming to Bihar, there had no Four Year Programme and even they 

had no semester system. When I was the Governor of Bihar and Chancellor of Universities 

there, Four Year Programme was introduced and now Bihar is taking the pride of being the 

first state to implement the same. I am not interested to know which state is first but I am 

interested to know which state is growing higher and higher. Four Year Programme was 
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started in Bihar two years back and started semester system for the first time, where as, rest 

of India had adopted semester system for the last 10 years. Now Goa also adopted this. 

 We have got so many laurels and feathers in our cap and we can have more so that 

entire state will look upon Kerala University as the University where they can achieve more 

and so they will follow this University’s system of education.  That is all what we need. I 

think, how we can go ahead is upto us and the path is very clear. We need not wait there. 

Those who dare to travel through the path will face obstacles and those who do not dare and 

remain in house will not face any obstacles. They will be living very happily in their houses. 

So let us try to get ourselves involved in the system. 

 

 As I said last time you are not a member of Senate at the time of the meetings only or 

just for a day or two, but for 365 days. We must make sure that some part of our daily 

schedule is set apart for the University. Every one must consider this as his responsibility and 

shall go ahead accordingly. 

 

 I am very happy that all of you are present here. Some of you might have not been 

able to make it for today. But let us all be here and contribute for the University and be proud 

of it. I am repeating again that we shall provide good education system so that our younger 

generation will not go outside our state. They will be compared, because of the Academic 

level and system provided to study here and they may bring feathers and laurels to our state. 

That’s all what I have to convey my dear friends.
