(II)  Business brought forward by the Vice-Chancellor and the Syndicate.
01. Award of Degrees, Diplomas, Titles and Certificates. (C.E/D.D)

The Following resolution moved by Dr. K.B Manoj, Member, Syndicate and Convener, Standing
Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations and seconded by Dr.S. Nazeeb, Member, Syndicate
was unanimously adopted by the House.

“That, all candidates who have passed the various examinations under the different Faculties
and also those who carried on research under the prescribed conditions and who have been adjudged
worthy, to be awarded the Research Degrees under the various faculties and whom the Syndicate
during the period from 23" July,2022 to 18" November, 2022 on the report of the examiners, has
certified to be qualified to receive the respective Titles, Diploma, Certificates and Degrees and those
students of Autonomous Colleges who have successfully completed their course of study and are duly
recommended by the Governing Council of the respective Autonomous Colleges during the aforesaid
period for award of Degrees be admitted to those Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees and in
token thereof they may be presented with the respective Titles, Diplomas, Certificates and Degrees.’’

02. Amendment of the Kerala University First Ordinances, 1978 - for enhancement of
application fee and thesis submission fee -Remuneration towards thesis submission —
D.Sc Degree —Consideration of-reg. (Ac.)

The remuneration towards evaluation of the D.Sc thesis has not been provided. Since D.Sc
has been awarded after a long period, the amount of remuneration has to be revised. The old rate
cannot be traced from the earlier files. At present the amount 2500/- is provided to the examiner for
Ph.D thesis evaluation.

The Syndicate, at its meeting held on 19/02/2019, considered the matter regarding the
revision of rates for D.Sc thesis evaluation and resolved to refer the matter to Finance Committee, as
per the recommendation of the standing committee of the Syndicate on Academic and Research held
on 31/01/2019.

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 30/04/2019, considered the above mentioned matter and
resolved to authorize the Director, Research to submit a proposal for enhancing the fee for application
and thesis submission fee of D.Sc Degree, as per the recommendations of the standing Committee of
the Syndicate on Finance held on 25/04/2019.

As such, the Director, Research has submitted the proposal for the same, incorporating her
suggestions. The Director, Research has proposed that as there are foreign examiners for evaluating
the thesis and the bound volume of thesis along with other credentials of the candidate has to be sent
to the examiners, at least an amount of Rs. 30,000/-(Rupees thirty thousand) has to be collect from the
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candidates as there submission fee. It is also suggested to send the thesis as well as their credentials as
soft copy.

As per the minutes of the meeting of the Syndicate held on 30/10/2019 vide item No.107.05
considered the matter and recommended to levy Rs.50,000/- as application fee from the candidate
and to pay a remuneration of $100 to external examiners for evaluation of thesis.

As per U.O No.Ac.E 1I/1/D.Sc/2019 dtd 21/12/2019, University has decided to levy
Rs.50,000/-(Rupees Fifty Thousand only) as application fee from the D.Sc Research Scholars.

The above amendments to Chapter IV ‘Levy of Fees by the University’ of the Kerala
University First Ordinances,1978 under the heading 1.B-‘Fee for Research Degree’ in item (b)-‘For
submission of Thesis’ is placed before the Senate for consideration and adoption as envisaged under
Section 37(1) of the Kerala University Act, 1974 .

Resolution of the Senate
The House considered and resolved to approve the amendments to Chapter IV ‘Levy of Fees by
the University’ of the Kerala University First Ordinances, 1978 under the heading 1.B-‘Fee for
Research Degree’ in item (b)-‘For submission of Thesis’.

03. Amendment of Regulations relating to Continuous Evaluation (CE) in the Regulations
of First Degree Programmes under CBCS System-Consideration of-reg. (Ac.L)

The clauses 12.7 and 12.16 ( para 3 ) of the Regulations relating to First Degree Programmes
under CBCS system 2013 regarding criteria for passing a course and reappearance of Continuous
Evaluation were as follows:

Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 40% marks (E grade) shall be required for passing a course with
a separate minimum of 40% marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation(CE) and End Semester
Evaluation (ESE)”. Later the said clause was amended vide U.O No.Ac.AV/1/1UG Sem/2010 dated
06.05.2016, w.e.f 2015 admissions as “A minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) shall be required for
passing a course with a separate minimum of 35%marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation (CE)
and End Semester Evaluation (ESE)”.

Clause 12.16 (Para 3): “In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual
Course/Courses) and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the
ESE they reappear. However, those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’
grade) will have one chance to improve the same (except the marks for attendance) along with next
regular batch of students.”

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 28.04.2020, resolved to exclude the marks for attendance
in Continuous Evaluation (CE) for First Degree Programmes under CBCS System and the minimum
marks prescribed for CE, as recommended by the Sub-Committee constituted to study the complaints
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regarding internal marks and University Level Monitoring Committee held on 19.02.2020 and
28.02.2020. Subsequently, the above clauses relating to criteria for passing a course and reappearance
of CE were amended and UO No.Ac.AV.1/Attendance marks/CE/2021 dated 17.09.2021 was issued
and implemented w.e.f 2020 admissions, as detailed below:

Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) shall be required for passing a course
with a separate minimum of 35% (E Grade) for End Semester Evaluation (ESE).”

Clause 12.16 (para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the
ESE they reappear. Those who fail to secure a pass minimum of 35% (E Grade) for a course will have
one chance to improve CE marks for the course.”

The Academic Council at its meeting held on 07.10.2021, resolved to retain the pass
minimum for Continuous Evaluation (CE) component for the First Degree Programmes under CBCS
System and to replace the word, “improve” with “reappear”. Accordingly, the following clauses 12.7
and 12.16 of the Regulations relating to First Degree Programmes under CBCS system were further
modified as follows and UO.No.Ac.AV/1/CE/pass minimum/2021 dated 15.12.2021 had been issued
in this regard.

Clause 12.7: “A minimum of 35% marks (E grade) shall be required for passing a course with
a separate minimum of 35% marks (E Grade) for Continuous Evaluation (CE) and End Semester
Evaluation (ESE)”

Clause 12.16 (para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the
ESE they reappear. Those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’ grade)
will have one chance to reappear for the same, along with the next regular batch of students.”

The University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) at its meeting held on 11.03.2022
considered the matter of effecting the said amendments in the Regulations related to First Degree
Programmes under CBCS System and recommended to approve the proposal for amending the
clauses 12.7 and 12.16 (para 3) in the Regulations as follows:

Clause 12.16 (Para 3): In both cases (i.e. failure to obtain ‘E’ Grade for individual
Course/Courses and ‘SCPA of 4.00) students shall not be allowed to repeat the Semester, but the
marks secured by them for the CE part shall be carried over and added to the marks obtained in the
ESE they reappear. Those who fail in the CE (i.e. those who fail to secure a minimum of ‘E’ grade)
will have two chances to reappear for the same, along with the next regular batch of students.”

The Syndicate at its meeting held on 16.03.2022 vide Item No. 38.44.02 resolved that the
above recommendations of the meeting of the University Level Monitoring Committee (ULMC) held
on 11.03.2022 be approved. Further resolved to place the proposal before the Academic Council.

The Academic Council at its meeting held on 1/04/2022 vide item no.(I) 109 considered the

matter and resolved to approve the amendments.
The Academic Council at its meeting held on 16™ September2022 vide item no.(1)100 considered the
matter and resolved to approve the amendment to the regulations relating to Continuous Evaluation
(CE) of First Degree Programmes under CBCS System as stipulated under section 25(ii) and section
38(a)of the Kerala University act,1974.

The amendment proposal relating to Continuous Evaluation (CE) in the Regulations of First

The appointments of all non teaching posts in Universities in Kerala have been entrusted to
the Kerala Public Service Commission, vide G.O. Dated 04.02.2011 and Kerala Public Service
Commission (Additional Functions as Respects the Services under the Universities) Act, 2015 (Act 18
of 2015) w.e.f 29.09.2015.

The Government vide G.O (P) No. 37/2020/HEDN dated 06.11.2020 has specified the mode
of appointment, scale of pay, qualification, age and probation of 16 non-teaching posts of the
Universities including Professional Assistant Gr.II and has directed all the Universities to make
necessary amendments to University Statutes in accordance with the annexure to the Government
Order. The Hon'ble High Court of Kerala passed interim order in WP(C) No. 27968/2020 (U) and
thereby directed that, further action pursuant to the Government Order dated 06.11.2020 will be
subject to further orders from the Court.

The Hon'ble High Court of Kerala as per judgment dated 19.07.2022 was pleased to dismiss the Writ
Petition (C) No. 27968/2020 (U). In these circumstances, it may also be noted that, now there exist no
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legal impediment in reporting non - teaching posts in the University to the Kerala Public Service
Commission.

The amendment proposal for the Post of Library Assistant (S1.N0.90 of Schedule to Chapter
XVII of the Kerala University First Ordinances 1978 in tune with S1.No. 3 Professional Assistant
