      Submissions 
 

Sri. Najeeb. S., Student member, made a submission regarding the serious lacunae in the security system 

at the Kariavattom Campus and drew attention to a spate of daylight robberies in the Quarters. He also 

highlighted the need for better security arrangements in view of the large number of students, teachers, 

academicians and administrative staff who frequent the campus as also those residing there.  The 

functioning time of the Campus library should be extended and the Canteen should be made available 

during the working hours.  Proper lighting facility is to be installed on  the road from the Malayalam 

Department to the Hostels.  There is no vehicle facility in the Campus in case any casuality or emergency 

occurs.  The Health Centre is functioning only from 8.00 A.M. to 2.00 P.M.  Traffic measures should be 

tightened in front of the Campus as lots of accidents are taking place.  Recently a research scholar had lost 

his life in an accident on the National Highway in front of the Campus.  Utmost importance is to be 

attached to the Security concern in Kariavattom Campus.  

 

The Chair observed that the matter merited urgent redressal 

 

Shri.S.Anil Kumar, representative of the University Employees pointed out that the Government 

stipulation to insist on a pass in Account Tests for declaration of probation in the post of Assistant was 

against the provisions in the Statutes which specified that only a pass in the Secretariat Manual is the 

specified requisite for the declaration of probation. 
 

The Chair assured that the matter will be taken up with the Government. 
 

Dr. M. Sirajuddin made a submission that the Examination system has to be revamped.  Almost all the 

publication of examination results is having inordinate delay.  Even some results are being published in 

parts.  The conduct and functioning of the CV Camps is not at all satisfactory.  Students are made to 

suffer a lot because of the delay in the timely conduct of examinations and publication of the results.  

Urgent measures are to be taken towards revamping the entire examination system. 

 

The Chair assured the House that appropriate action shall be initiated. 
 

Consideration of Adjournment Motion 
 

 The Vice-Chancellor informed that two adjournment motions have been given notice of 

by Dr.P.Sunil Kumar and Sri. Najeeb. S, as noted and read out the same.  
 

Dr. P. Sunil Kumar: 

 I point out to the plight of Aided Colleges where Principals could not be appointed on 

account of not being able to fulfil the UGC regulations to full extent, whereas in Government 

Colleges Principals were being appointed regularly.   
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Sri. Najeeb. S.:  

 I raise the issue of rectifying the defects in the CSS Regulations.

 The Academic Council at its meeting held on 15

th
 April, 2017, vide item No.I (73); noted the 

action taken by the Vice-Chancellor in having approved the recognition of Examinations/Degrees of State 

Boards/Statutory Universities/Deemed Universities/Other Institutions. On the basis of the 

recommendations of the Chairmen of various Boards of Studies and Deans of respective Faculties, the 

Degrees/Examinations/Diploma awarded by State Boards/Statutory Universities/Institutions as per the 

details shown in the statement appended are recognized as equivalent to the corresponding 

Examinations/Degrees of this University either on reciprocal basis or for specific purposes such as higher 

studies or employment as the case may be by the Vice-Chancellor, subject to reporting to the Academic 

Council in exercise  of the Power conferred on him as per Section 10(13) of the Kerala University Act, 

1974.  

The Degrees/Diplomas awarded by other Universities and recognized by the University of Kerala 

have to be incorporated in the ‘Regulations relating to Recognition of Examinations and Degrees of other 

Universities’ by an amendment.  As such, an amendment proposal was placed before the Academic 

Council for consideration and approval. 

The Academic Council at its meeting held on 7
th
 October, 2017; vide item No.I.96 considered and

 The Vice-Chancellor informed that the questions are over  and invited the members to 

present their submissions. 
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      Submissions 
 

1. Sri.Najeeeb.S., made a submission relating to the Music department regarding the sorry state of 

affairs of the syllabus of M.A. & M.Phil. in the Deparment.  There is only visiting faculty and syllabus 

revision is done by the HoD of another department.   The present HoD is from the Institute of English. 

The MPhil students are constrained to follow the former syllabus (2017-19) since the new syllabus is not 

yet submitted for approval. Therefore contingent instruction to follow old syllabus should be considered 

immediately by CSS as the Semester1 examinations are commencing soon. A clear cut direction should 

be given by the CSS in the case of syllabi to the students.  A HoD is to be posted urgently on deputation 

basis. 

  

Dr. P.M.Radhamany, Member, Syndicate informed that a decision in this regard shall be taken at 

the earliest.   

 
2. Najeeb.S., through his submission pointed out the serious lapses in CSS regulations. The regulation 

that the second PG should be allowed after one year is against the genuine interest of students.  Further, 

he pointed out that there are no component of descriptive questions for PG Entrance, which prevents the 

assessment of language skills of students in Humanities subjects.  There is no medical leave or attendance 

condonation in the CSS stream. It is an irony that there is no student representation in the CSS Academic 

Committee. Therefore, a revamping of CSS rules and regulations is urgently needed. 

 

Dr. Joseph Antony, HoD, Department of Politics,  who is also the member of the CSS Academic 

Committee explained the present status and informed that the CSS notification for PG Entrance has 

already been published and hence the submission of the member for instituting descriptive component 

may be considered next time. 

 

 Dr. T. Vijayalekshmi, HoD, Department of Tamil pointed out that in PG Entrance second choice 

option should be given for languages. 

 

 Dr. P.M. Radhamany, Member, Syndicate replied that the matter shall be examined in 

detail. 

 

3. Dr.Anil Kumar. S., raised issue that DDOs should collect valued answer scripts and convey them to 

the University since Private College teachers are losing their casual leave for the submission of answer 

papers to the University. 

 Sri.M. Sreekumar, Member, Syndicate informed the House that adequate steps shall be 

taken in this regard. 

 
4. Sri.Anil Kumar.S., demanded that the Syndicate decision relalting to posting for Computer Assistants 

should be implemented immediately.  

 

Dr.P.Rajesh Kumar pointed that the decisions of the Senate and Syndicate shall be 

implemented without any delay.

 The Vice-Chancellor then invited the members for discussion on the Budget. 

 

BUDGET DISCUSSION 

 
Dr. A.K Ampotti commended the Budget for its balanced and progressive approach.The proposals for 

converting  Karivattom Campus into a centre of excellence is highly laudable. 

Dr.A. Ganga Prasad welcomed the budget for its appropriate and timely stress of important aspects.The 

proposals for the denelopmental works in Kariavattom campus shouldbe implemanted in a time bound 

manner. 

Dr. C.R.Prasad expressed happiness in the announcement to raise the ICKS into the status of a teaching 

and research wing. He also suggested that subject wise orientation programmes and workshops should be 

conducted regularly. He cautioned that the proposal for shifting of the SDE should be done with proper 

planning and taking into consideration the needs of the students. Regarding the proposal for replanting the 

Kariavattom Campus he suggested that the Acacia trees shall be removed forthwith and saplings of 

indigenous trees be planted. 

Adv. Sam K. Daniel specifically commended the Budget as one designed to promote scientific and 

rational thinking in students. The member laid stress on developing the regional centres and specifically 

demanded the establishment of a UIT at Kadakkal. 

 

Dr.A.M.Unnikrishnan described the institution of the scheme for promoting research work in 

Malayalam as very apt.  The member requested that the mention in the Budget of SDE as centre may be 

corrected as department and he also noted that the proposed shifting of SDE to the Kariavttom campus 

may be done with much circumpection and infact the allocation of Rs.25 lakhs for the purpose is not 

sufficient. He also pointed out that it is not only students who are unable to get admission to regular 

programmes who opt for the SDE courses, and the reference made in the Budget speech may be modified 

accordingly. He also pointed out certain specific nuances of usage in Malayalam which may be corrected 

in the speech. The member also sought to resolve the plight of the Gandhian study centre.  
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Dr.P. Sunil Kumar said that the Budget speech did not restrict itself to being a financial statement but 

was a document projecting the vision of the University.  The member commended the proposal to bring 

the entire examination process under one umbrella. He also appreciated the suggestion for the 

implementation of a Faculty Lounge and also praised the proposed “Bloom” health programme 

envisaging a community relieved of the scourge of life style diseases. He also stressed on the need for the 

development of regional centres and provision of more funds for conducting Inter Collegiate sports meets 

and tournaments.  

 

Dr.A.Younus Kunju praised the progressive outlook of the Budget and he requested that in the proposed 

Monograph on the Chief Ministers of Kerala the Late C.H Muhammed Koya may also be featured 

especially in view of the fact that he wasfive times the Minister of Education.  Planting of cashewnut trees 

should be done instead of the present acacia trees in Kariavattom Campus.  

Sri. Jithin.S., Student Member, specifically appreciated the measures proposed to improve the 

examination system and he demanded that the difficulties faced by the staff in the University be alleviated 

through proper planning and implementation of examination reforms. He also demanded that more staff 

be posted at the DOICs. 
 

Dr. Cherian John appreciating the Budget Proposals stated that the merits of the proposals can be fully 

realized only if there is a proper mechanism for reviewing the implementation of the proposals especially 

through a midterm evaluation.  The proposed multidisciplinary research centre will bring the University 

to forefront and he suggested that the incorporation of the fields of Artificial Intelligence and Advanced 

Genetics may also be considered while designing new courses. The member also laid stress on the 

conduct of talks by renowed persons in various fields of knowledge and the printing and publishing of 

these talks. He also suggested the organic farming be promoted through the innovative scheme of granting 

gracemarks to students.  
 

Sri. Anwar Shah.A., commended the project for development under KIIFBI.  He also called for and 

award to be instituted for the best functioning NSS Unit, as well as for the best college magazine. He also 

suggested that the amenities for students in the fee remittance counters be augmented and token system be 

implemented.  He also demanded that the Late P.K Vasudevan Nair be also included in the monograph on 

former CMs. 

Dr.R.Arun Kumar also expressed his appreciation for the all around development proposals 

incorporated in the Budget and the comprehensive inclusion of the interests of all the stake holders in the 

University. He further suggested that the sports facilities in the University, especially the multigyms be 

professionally maintained. The member, however, took the opportunity to voice his anxiety relating to the 
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possible erosion to the autonomous status of the University on account of the transfer of accounts to the 

State Treasury. 

 

Dr. R. Lathadevi pointed out that while the Budget stresses the need for Plastic - free campus, plastic 

water bottles are being placed in the Senate Meeting which is quite contradictory. Urgent steps are to be 

initiated to replace Plastic water bottles from the next meeting onwards. 
 

 The Chair intervened in the discussion and ordered that plastic water bottles shall be 

replaced from all official meetings of the University. 
 

Dr. Oleena. A.G., also commended the various proposals in the Budget including those for instituting 

new courses, the Dravidian Cultural Studies Centre etc. She suggested that an elaborate project for 

Mineral Studies be instituted and also that the various advanced equipment purchased be brought under 

one roof under the auspices of SICC and the provision of more budgetary allocation towards this 

coordinated action. She commented on the bio diversity register and proposed that a Chair be instituted in 

the name of Dr. Manilal, editor of the Hortus Malbaricus. She also suggested that a gender studies wing 

be established and also demanded that a 24 hours kiosk offering light refreshments be made functional  in 

the Kariavatom Campus.  She mooted the idea for a comprehensive International Sree Narayana Guru 

Study Centre.  Further she suggested that the students under CBCSS be exposed to research activities by 

including it under the syllabus.  An MoU may be entered into with the Techopark for facilitating training 

for students in collaboration with the IT Department. 

 

Dr. T.Vijayalekshmi participating in the discussion commended the establishment of the Centre for 

Dravidian Linguistics. She also demanded that more attention be given to the improvement of quarters 

facilities in the Kariavattom Campus. 

 

Kum. Sreena. B.S., LLM Student, suggested that increased incidence of health issues relating to climate 

change be also included under Life style Diseases. She also suggested that Sex Education and Awareness 

Programme be included under the CACEE. Pink rooms be provided in educational institutions 

mandatorily with pad disposal machines. She also demanded the establishment of a Legal Aid Cell for 

students. 
 

Dr. Joseph Antony described the Budget as a political statement which radically changed the traditional 

western orientation in education to one with a indigenous one laying stress on the contributions of the 

great minds of our culture like Sree Narayana Guru. He stated that the proposed Marxian Study Centre 

shall be a bulwark against the onslaught of neo-liberal forces. Regarding the infrastructural developments 

he laid stress on Wi-fi enabled hall near the Campus Library, and the Air Conditioning of the Golden 
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Jubilee Auditorium with proper acoustics. Moreover, he also opined that the campus library may be kept 

open on second Saturdays and Sundays too. He also pointed out that the earlier commitments towards 

installation of Biogas Plant and HiTech Kitchen etc are yet to be brought to fruition. He also demanded 

that two new buses be purchased for the transport wing.  
 

Dr.M. Sirajudeen commended the proposal to maintain pension fund with the treasury since it would in 

the long term be beneficial to the University employees.  He also demanded that a placement cell be made 

operational to benefit all the students of the University and not only those students from the UITs and 

UIMs. The Software Development for generating transcripts has to be quickened. The member also 

demanded that more funds be set apart for drug eradication programmes.  
 

Dr.Sherly P. Anand demanded that the name of former CM Sri. R. Shankar be included in the proposed 

monograph on former CMs. 

Sri.S. Anil Kumar representative of the University employees commended the Budget and particularly 

the pension fund. But, he pointed out the need for a proper mechanism to ensure the timely 

implementation of the Budget Proposals. He demanded that LTC facility be made available for the 

employees and teachers.  He also pointed out that the facilities in the School of Distance Education called 

for much improvement.  Also the University Press has to be modernised and new building is to be 

constructed to house the Press.  He demanded that the new Canteen Building be utilized for the purpose 

for which it was constructed, and orgnanic farming be promoted in the Campuses. 

Sri. Pradeep Narayanan.M.K., praised the Budget as a progressive one. The member sought that the 

revenue on account of the Green Field Stadium be properly assessed.  He also demanded that the 

proposed Dravidian Study Centre be named after the eminent Tamil scholar Manonmaniam Sundarnar 

and that more funds be earmarked for the study of Dravidian languages.  He also commended the new 

UIT mooted at Parassala and also the establishment of the genetic collection of Andaman and Nicober 

Islands 
 

Dr. G. Kishore stressed the need for physical literacy and the promotion of awareness about the 

importance of physical fitness among students. He appreciated the proposal for improved sports facilities, 

but pointed out that the installations like multigym should be augmented by proper trainers and 

maintenance staff. The member further suggested that among the various sports items to be promoted 

among the students, traditional martial art forms like Kalaripayattu shall be included alongwith other 

martial arts like karate, judo etc.  He suggested that such training be imparted to the girl students in 

colleges as part of buiding up their self confidence and self esteem. 

 

Dr.Raziya.K.I., commended the new basketball court and the proposed multi gym.  She reiterated the 

need to increase the rate of sports scholarships in tune with those of other Universities: while other 
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Universities were giving upto Rs.8000, Our University is giving only Rs.1200.  She also represented that 

the fund earmarked for the conduct of Inter Collegiate Competitions is not sufficient.  

 

Sri. Najeeb.S., represented that M.Phil Scholarships should be raised from the present Rs.13000 to  

Rs.18000. He mooted that an award for eco-friendly College be instituted. Further a programme may be 

insitituted to make the student conversant in operating the instruments available in the SICC. He also 

requested that the funds for transfer of SDE shall be increased suitably.  He demanded that the plight of 

the family of the Late Sri.Ajith Kumar, Research Scholar who recently passed away in a tragic road 

accident near the Campus may be reckoned and  suitable compensation be paid  to the mother  and 

brother of the scholar who are facing financial problems. 

 

Dr. Madhu.B.K suggested that sports funds should be suitably increased and sports affiliation fees 

should be utilized for the purpose. 

 

Adv.C.R. Pranakumar welcomed all the innovative proposals in the Budget and remarked that it is quite 

heartening to see the present cordial atmosphere which is needed for the timely implementation of the 

proposals

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The Vice-Chancellor informed that to execute the projects in the Budget in a time bound 

manner is the most important factor.  It is the collective responsibility of the staff, stake holders 

and standing committees to implement the projects in a systematic way with determination to 

make use of the Budget in the most efficient way. 
 

 The Vice-Chancellor declared that the Financial Estimates of the University for the year 

2018-2019 is passed subject to the modifications suggested by the Convenor, Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Finance. 

 

Adjournment Motion 
 

 The Vice-Chancellor  then invited Sri.Najeeb.S., to present the Adjournment Motion given notice 

by him.  

 
 

Moving the Motion, Sri.Najeeb.S demanded the following: 

 
 

   To redress the problems in the field of research of the University, a Research Adalat may be 

called up immediately.  He also called upon the University to cancel the cases filed against the University 

in connection with the the students agitation demanding extended functioning of Campus Library.  He 

also requested that the University should consider the matter of financial assistance to the family of the 

deceased Research Scholar Sri.Ajith Kumar. 

 

Dr.C.R.Prasad pointed out that the allocation of research students to guides as supernumerary is against 

regulations.  He suggested that those who are presently under the guideship of retired hands may be 

allowed to continue. 

 

Dr. Cherian John argued that since in many Universities the retirement age is 70 years,  teachers are 

allowed  guideship till that age.  In Kerala the teachers are bound by the regulations relating to retirement 

age prevailing in state service and this is allowed to reflect on their research guideship. Since the teachers 

are state funded and is an enriched resource it would be a pity to let it go waste on a mere technical 

ground.  If the embargo on retired teachers guiding research is not lifted, then the higher education profile 

of the state, especially in the area of research is bound to plummet. He further suggested that private 

college managements may be encouraged to open up research facilities. 

 

Adv. A. A. Rahim, Member, Syndicate suggested that the issue relating to assistance to the family of the 

Late Sri.Ajith Kumar may be considered on humanitarian grounds by the Syndicate. 
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The House unanimously accepted the motion.
